client: Marylebone Cricket Club (MCC) and Rifkind Levy Partnership value: £430 million

work: Project management of the Lord’s re-development Masterplan up to the determination
of planning in 2010, with the objective of re-engineering the ground to ensure Lord’s remains
the world’s home of cricket for the 21st century. The project will be complex and one of the
most significant schemes in London over the next decade. Working with Herzog and de Meuron
Architects, the project will renew several stands to increase the capacity to approximately
40,000, improve circulation routes to, from and around the site and also the level of service
offered to spectators during matches. The Masterplan will review the possibility of other
leisure, and allied uses to add the most value to the client and the community.

client: London Borough of Tower Hamlets value: £15 million

work: Construction of a new indoor leisure centre which includes an eight lane, 25 metre
competition pool and a 17 metre training pool with a moveable floor, to facilitate usage by
people with disabilities and younger swimmers. A sports hall, dance aerobics studio and main
fitness suite and ten 5-a-side pitches have also been built.

Lords Cricket Ground Master Plan, London
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client: Mid Devon District Council value: £4.6 million

work: Construction of a new leisure centre, including a 25 metre, 6 lane swimming
pool, learner pool, fitness centre, outdoor and indoor courts, football pitches, café and
reception area.

Exe Valley Leisure Centre, Devon

client: Trebah Garden Trust value: £2 million

work: New build palm leaf shaped building, including a visitor
centre with 2 education rooms and a kitchen. A copper roof
was a feature of the new timber building.

work: Development of a master plan for a new grandstand and
set of luxury apartments.
